Undesirable Behavior Targeted: Excessive Talking.
Not raising hands before answering or answering while raising hands; not waiting to be called on (even if

raised hands); interrupting others; blurting out the answer without permission; blurting out something off

topic; keep talking even after being asked to stop; answering/speaking for others; talking while others

(teacher or classmates) are speaking; side chatter/conversations.
Desirable Behavior Targeted: Appropriate Talking.
Raising hands to speak and waiting to be called upon, keep discourse respectful and safe; if you have

something to say but cannot wait, write it down to help you get it out without having to interrupt class or

someone else; be mindful when asked to stop talking.  Listen to it and follow through on it—respect it,

when someone is speaking, be actively listening and engaged.  If you have something to add or a question

to ask, think it through and raise your hand to speak.
Types of positive reinforcements 
Immediate R+: Behavior Specific Praise (BSP) when individual students are exhibiting the desired behavior.  When the whole class is exhibiting the desired behavior, a tally mark will be put on the board in a specified section.
Delayed R+: After every five tallies, the class will earn a “time” mark on a timeline prepared ahead of time.  The class will be required to earn five time marks in order to complete the timeline.
Overall R+: Students, in pre-assigned groups, will create a social media account for a historical figure from a pre-approved list.

 BSPs will be quick and immediate, as will the tally marks.  There will be a pre-prepared timeline, and after every five tallies, the students will earn another time mark.  Once the final time mark, which ends the timeline, is reached, the learning activity will be introduced.
Interactive Learning Activity 
Groups of students will create a social media account (Facebook, Instagram, or Twitter) of a historical

figure. The content will reflect information about that individual, including relevant posts, pictures, tweets,

etc. The students will be given rubrics and expectations.  They will later present their accounts to the class,

as well as allow other students to browse the accounts and “follow” them (if they so choose).
Teaching the Desired Behaviors
Begin by explaining what the undesired behavior is, and why it’s important to be respectful in class when

it comes to talking.  Explain what the desired behavior is, and why it’s important and what are its benefits. 

Then have a class discussion modeling and encouraging this behavior, so the students can participate and

understand its importance.
Teaching the Plan
The plan will be explained at the beginning of a new unit.  The desired behavior will be explained and

modeled, and the tally mark concept and timeline will be shown.  We will run through the expectations

and results (tallies, time mark on timeline).

Possible Options 
Each class period will have a separate timeline for that period which will park their progress.  The timeline

will be seen by that particular class period only, and not as a competition between class periods, but within

a class period.

Pre-prepared timeline for each class period, list of groups, list of historical figures, assignment rubric,

presentation rubric. 
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
